His works are housed in the Koiso Ryohei Memorial Room of the Hyogo Prefectural Museum of Art and exhibited year-round at the Kobe City Koiso
Memorial Museum of Art on Rokko Island.

Born in 1903, Koiso Ryohei is a master of figurative painting, representing modern Japanese Western painting.

He studied under Fujishima Takeji at the Tokyo School of Fine Arts, and while still a student, he continued to paint academic Western-style paintings,
even after receiving a special award at the 7th Teiten Exhibition in 1926 for his work "Portrait of Miss T."

The Western-style painting world in Japan during the Meiji period was dominated by the Plein Air school, brought back from France by Kuroda Seiki,

and the White Horse Society, to which Fujishima Takeji and Okada Saburosuke belonged. However, Koiso learned academicism from Kuroda and

innovative style from Fujishima, and developed his own unique style and portraiture.
