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Kokei was born in Joetsu City in 1883.

In 1908, at the age of 16, he studied at the Kajita Hanko School. In 1910, he joined the Koji-kai, a group of artists including Yasuda Yukihiko and Imamura
Shiko, which was based on Yamato-e painting but incorporated Impressionism and other styles in a free and open style. Together with his fellow student,
Seison, he established the foundations of his own brushwork.

He also worked alongside Seison in the revival of the Japan Art Institute, which lost its respected Okakura Tenshin in 1914, and exhibited works such as
"Amida Hall" and "The Tale of the Bamboo Cutter" one after another. His works, particularly "Poppy," are said to have been admired by Hara Sankei for
their realistic Western-style paintings.

However, in 1922, Kokei traveled to Europe as a student at the Japan Art Institute to further his studies. He departed from his previous Western realism

and perfected his own unique Kokei style, incorporating techniques from classical Eastern painting, creating a neoclassical style.
