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Takahashi Yuichi studied Western-style painting at the Western Studies Institute established by the Edo shogunate at the end of the Edo period, and was
active as a pioneer of Western-style painting in Japan.

Yuichi stayed in Kotohira and donated 35 oil paintings, including this "Sea Bream."
