Fukuyama Castle is a huge flatland castle with three tiers of stone walls and a five-story keep.

The Fukuyama Art Museum is located at its base, in Fukuyama Castle Park, and houses a large collection of works by both domestic and international

artists, including Fukuyama native Kimura Koyo. It opened in November 1988.
