The Hokkaido Museum of Modern Art, distinguished by its "Ecole de Paris" and "glass art," began to focus on collecting paintings in earnest toward the
end of the Meiji period, and the core of the museum's collection is the flourishing of the Ecole de Paris in France during this period.

Pasquin, Chagall, Modigliani, and Kisling are among the main pillars of the collection.

Since its opening in 1977, the museum has focused on collecting "glass art," including numerous modern glass works by Emile Gallé, a representative of

Art Nouveau art, and René Lalique, a representative of Art Deco.
